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[Requirements])

Earn 30 credits or more by registering the above compulsory subjects (13 credits) and elective subjects, normally by the end of
the second year.

(*1) Students are encouraged to take Lecture 1, I, Seminar I,II, and Laboratory I, II (total of 12 credits) in which his or
her supervisor is in charge. (*1)

(*2) Students are required to earn 17 credits or more by registering for the elective subjects. Courses include ones listed above
(in the shaded area), or other specialized subjects that are offered by "Clinical Sciences Program", or compulsory subjects that
are offered by "Kanto Academic Alliance Program for Fostering Cacer Professionals". Maximum of 3 credits can be counted
toward the degree for general/common subject course offered by our university graduate program.

[Completion Requirements]

+Earn 30 or more credits by registering the above compulsory and elective subjects, and pass the mid-term evaluation.
+Publish one or more original article in English of which you are the first author, and pass the dissertation defense, both the
preliminary examination and the final examination.

+Should meet all the above requirements and earned no more than total of 50 credits.
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
