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This course explores how economic theories can be applied
to logically interpret various phenomena

in the labor market while providing students with skills
to analyze some statistics of

labor market. The first half of the course focuses on
fundamental theories in labor economics,

while the second half examines specific topics such as
minimum wages, family policies, and labor

regulations. Particular attention is given to how
economics has addressed issues related to

working conditions, supported by insights from the latest
research findings.

This course is designed to offer students a basic
knowledge of labor economics. The goal is

to develop the ability to make theoretical considerations
and to think about how to conduct

empirical analysis using data on topics related to labor
economics that are of interest to the

students.
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To provide an understanding of the fundamental concepts
principles, functions and applications of Geographic
Information Systems (GIS). A special focus of the course
will be to illustrate the utility of GIS in applied
economics such as data inputting, storing, managing,
analyzing and mapping spatial data.
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This course aims to provide students with a critical
understanding of public policy, administration and
management in developing and transition countries in the
era of globalization. Combining elements of political
science, development studies, economics, sociology,
international relations, ethics and other disciplines, it
examines concepts of power, government and governance; the
major theories, approaches and issues in public policy,
administration and management; development
administration/management; and the policy process (problem
definition and agenda setting, policy formulation and
adoption, implementation and evaluation). The course
tackles such aspects of public administration/management
as development planning; decentralization and local
governance; public enterprises and public-private
partnerships; and international factors for domestic
policy-making. Special attention will be devoted to such
topics as “new public management”; poverty and inequality;
civil society in governance; corruption and anti-
corruption; “good governance”; social policy/protection;
gender and development: energy and water; ICT and e-
government; and the environment and climate change. The
course is taught in English.
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Through various reading exercises (including reading
Japanese academic articles), by the end of this course,
students should be able to discuss what acts and mental
state are for different levels of criminal offenses, and
should be able to explain goals of punishment in criminal
justice system of Japan, China, and Taiwan.
