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Graduate General Education Courses as the Core of Transferable Skills Education
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Dr. Mitsuyasu Kato, Vice President for Education
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University of Tsukuba promotes a "creative wisdom education" that spans from
undergraduate to graduate programs. This is an educational system to cultivate human
resources with creative wisdom and rich humanity by fostering general knowledge
and skills and specialized knowledge and skills in a well-balanced manner. In near
future, we will be able to gather a variety of knowledge from around the world in
an instant due to further progress in the implementation of Al in society, etc. In such
an era, graduate school education will continue to strengthen the human ability to
explore the odyssey of truth and creation of new value through data analysis, logical
and critical thinking, hypothesis testing, and designing new value based on the
accumulated knowledge. This will be an important ability not only in academia, but
also in the society for solving problems and realizing a better society as highly-skilled
professionals such as in government agencies and companies.

In April 2020, the graduate schools of University of Tsukuba were reorganized from
8 graduate schools and 85 programs to into three graduate schools, six clusters of
degree programs (umbrella organizations comprising multiple degree programs), and
six independent degree programs. This reorganization was designed to allow each
student to more flexibly choose various combinations of courses in the processes of
his or her academic pursuits and to engage in interdisciplinary learning. At the same
time, the curriculum map clarifies the competencies (knowledge and abilities) that
students can acquire in each course, and implements a system to visualize the abilities
that students have acquired and their study plans to acquire the abilities that they want
to acquire in the future.

The graduate general education courses were introduced in 2008 as the common
foundation of this interdisciplinary educational system. The program includes lectures
by outstanding researchers from inside and outside the university and top leaders of
companies active on the front lines of society, communication courses to cultivate the
ability to communicate the results of one's research in an easy-to-understand manner,
physical education and art courses to develop a healthy body, a rich mind, and a
strong spirit. The program also offers a number of subjects to help students cultivate
their own human ability. We hope that you will contribute to the creation of a better
future in an era in which you will play a leading role, by taking the graduate common
courses and conducting specialized research to become researchers with a creative
