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5. FORMAL SPEECH

What it TEMUN?

TEMUN is an event to simulate a conference organized
by a body of the United Nations, in which one engages
in interdisciplinary discussion on global-scale issues and
challenges as a world citizen in providing students skills in
global negotiation and dialogue practiced in an international
conference. TEMUN is one of the activities prepared and
organized by the Global Negotiation Program (GNP). At the
end of the course, students will have confidently used the
formulaic United Nations rules of meeting procedure, made
formal speeches, debated in moderated and unmoderated
caucus, written a position paper, draft resolution and
amendments. Such experiences will be useful in future
career for they are common activities practiced in a
meeting, conference, and congress, committee organized
by international organizations, research institutes or
transnational companies in the world.

Research on Agenda and Country Backgroud

Delegates will study the topics on the agenda including past
UN resolutions as well as gather information on the country
one represents and regional background.

Formal Speech

Delegates will prepare a country position paper on the
items on the agenda to present country and bloc positions
in front of other delegates.

Debate and Negotiation

Delegates will debate and negotiate with counterparts on
the items on the agenda, in managing conflict, finding
a mutually satisfying solution, reaching to a mutual
agreement.

Writing Working Paper & Draft resolution

Delegates will collaborate and negotiate to write working
papers that will be introduced as a draft resolution in the
floor.

Voting

Delegates will propose amendments to the draft resolutions
and advocate their own resolution and others, in trying
to influence the final voting on amendments and final
resolutions.
