The powerful speeches of Barack Obama
and Steve Jobs took one to the White House and
the other to the top of Apple Inc.

Whether motivating a nation, selling 1Pods, or
simply expressing your ideas with clarity, oral
communication skills are essential.

Unfortunately though, these are not skills that we
are born with. They must be learned, practiced and
developed.

This course provides an overview of basic
communication theories, and techniques for public
speaking and making presentations in English.

Participants will also gain practical experience
applying the techniques they have learned to deliver
a presentation to the class.
