The treatment of sleep apnea conventionally assumes
that a compromised airway anatomy is the sole cause.
We present the view that neural control of the
magnitude and stability of central respiratory motor
output — to both upper airway and chest wall - is also
an important determinant of sleep apnea and should
be considered in designing treatments based on the
individual patient’s phenotype.
